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This red wine is notably well-fruited in its aromatic makeup and lends itself 
readily to good plain cooking. 

Tasting : 

• To the eye : Ruby with glints of mauve.

• To the nose : Light note of small red fruits (cherry, raspberry, currant).

• In the mouth : Light, fond, fresh and well-fruited.

Agreements food and wine : 

Deli, salad, picnic, snack, barbecue, soft cheese … 

Wine service :  14 to 16 °C

Between 3 to 5 years depending on storage conditions.
